Gallery St. Michael is a self-supporting ministry whose mission is to create venues in the Pavilion and the 
Parish Hall for the display of fine arts as a stimulus for parish artists, local artists, and as an outreach to 
the community. 
 
The Gallery St. Michael Committee meets on the first Monday of the month at 9:00 am, usually in the 
Parish Library. We plan upcoming shows, hang artwork, and host receptions and concert intermissions. 
The Gallery is a self-supporting entity through entry fees for shows and commissions on the sales of 
artwork. We make monetary contributions periodically to support art-related facility improvements and 
other art-related projects.  We prepare a brief Gallery Newsletter for regular inclusion in Noticias. 
 
Shows are open for viewing on Sundays, during concert intermissions of Musica Antigua de Albuquerque 
and others, and by appointment through contact with the Parish Office. 
 
We opened a new gallery space in the Parish Hall which is currently showing the woodblock prints of 
John Tatschl. 
 
New activities under consideration for 2023 and beyond include: 
 

 A newsletter for artists both within and outside of St. Michael’s, covering upcoming shows 
here and at other venues, workshops, etc. 

 Discussion groups around art-spirituality related books and art-related topics (social media 
use, photographing art work, art skills and techniques, etc.) 

 
In 2022, we began to resume our regular activities by first offering shows of individual artists from the 
parish; then inviting an outside organization to show, and finally holding two invitational shows.
